Team Taekwondo 
owners Erin and David 
Vernon said he was an 
inspiration to the 
community. "Billy has 
battled cancer but 
hasn't let that stop him 
from achieving his 
goal of becoming a 
black belt," Mrs Vernon said. 
 
Mr Fenwick said he decided to try taekwondo five ye ars ago after watching his two 
grandchildren participating in a tournament. 
 
"I saw them and thought I'd like to do that," he sa id. 
 
He had to overcome age limitations as well as prost ate cancer in 2009 to achieve his black belt 
goal, but said his fitness had helped him succeed. 
 
Mrs Vernon said the club's oldest member would live  on forever at Team Taekwondo, with the 
Billy Fenwick Best and Fairest trophy to be handed out each year . 
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Over 100 Team members and their families had an 
awesome time playing soccer and socialising with a 
sausage sizzle.  
There was also a raffle with plenty of great prizes 
thanks to social committee member Alex Leahy. The 
major raffle prize went to Aaron Kemish who was 
literally shaking with excitement when he won the big 
basket full of toys and soccer gear.

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As you may have noticed we’re getting quite full at the yellow belt junior end. We’re putting on new 
instructors all the time and will have up to 8 instructors regularly in those classes so teaching’s not a 
problem. What is a problem though is space, so we’ve capped the number to 60 in that class.  
 
For this to happen we can’t take on too many white belts in any one term. The aim is to have a 
maximum of 25 white belt juniors at any one time. From that number we would expect around 20 to 
grade through to yellow belt. This term we can still take 24 white belts into yellow but from then on, 20 
will be the maximum. We currently have 15 in the white belt junior class. 
 
When we get closer to grading, say one month out, we may be able to take on more white belts as we 
wouldn’t expect any of them to grade to yellow in such a short time. 
 
This system may take a bit of monitoring (juggling) but the 
main aim is to never have more than 60 registered yellow belt 
juniors at any time.

Juniors – Red Hot 
Seniors – Lightning Yellow  
 
Remember to keep an eye on the number of sessions 
you have done and when you reach your 
recommended amount, please tell an instructor so we 
can give you your wristband.   
 
Juniors can get their Lightning Yellow wrist band by completing their latest mission statement 
which you received in your grading pack. If you do not have it, you can either download from the 
Team website or see Jenny at the office.  
 
It’s really worthwhile encouraging your kids to complete these missions. You’ll see the benefits 
immediately�  
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The $50 gift voucher prize for “best sparring 
training” was announced this Wednesday and 
it went to Jaidyn Snowden. 
 
It’s becoming increasingly difficult to choose the Best Sparring Training for each session as all of 
our fighters are training with a great attitude. Go Team!!!

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Anyone who has entered the Qld Selections is now eligible 
to wear a TeamFighter or TeamPoomsae  competition shirt.
