As you will all be aware by now, your club has grown quite rapidly 
over the last 3 years and we’ve been lucky enough to secure a new 
premises, twice as large as the old one and fitted out with lots of 
brand new equipment. “The Jang” as we’ve nicknamed it, also has 
a “Kids Space” with a T.V, DVD, and playstation to keep the kids 
entertained while the parents are training. When the kids are 
training parents can either watch from inside the Jang, or watch 
from closed circuit T.V located in the coops canteen area.  
This move is a big step forward for our club and with the help of our 
members we should go from being the fastest growing Tkd club in 
Qld to Queensland’s premier Taekwondo centre in just a few years. 
A bold statement I know but I’m confident that we can get there with 
the help of our wonderful members.

The rent on our old premises was $12,000pa and 
the market value of our new premises is around $40,000pa. Personally, although I may be bias, 
I can say in all honesty, that these increases represent exceptional value for money.
