Speaking of black belts, Team Taekwondo will be conducting our first black belt grading on Sunday October 7th. The grading will be held at 4.30 in the afternoon following the coloured belt grading. 

Three members will be grading to black belt. They are Erin Staib, Michael Hill and Scott Somerton.
